CH-53 helicopter being dismantled

TBS reported at noon that the dismantling of the CH-53 helicopter that made an emergency landing
on privately-owned land in Takae, Okinawa, began this morning. The network said that according to
the Okinawa Defense Bureau, the aircraft will be removed from the area as early as this afternoon.
The network added that the Okinawa Police have not been allowed to inspect the area because they
have not been granted permission by the U.S. side, which is required under the SOFA.

U.S. military vehicle knocks down traffic light in Okinawa

TV Asahi reported at noon that a 30-meter-long U.S. Marine Corp trailer knocked down a traffic light
and a street light near Camp Hansen at about 3 a.m. today right after it departed the base and made
a left turn. The network said although no one was injured, Route 329 was closed for 6.5 hours as a
result.

Okinawa governor calls for removal of Takae helipads

Okinawa Times and Ryukyu Shimpo reported extensively on the reaction in Okinawa to the U.S.
Marines’ resumption on Wednesday of flight operations of CH-53 helicopters. Ryukyu Shimpo wrote
that Governor Onaga expressed for the first time his intention to call for the removal of the six
helipads in the Northern Training Area by telling reporters: “We desperately want the use of the
helipads to be suspended, but the removal of the facilities is what we really want.” The paper
speculated that the governor mentioned calling for the removal of the helipads for the first time in
response to a resolution calling for the suspension of the use of the facilities that was adopted by
residents of the Takae district of Higashi Village last week and the growing concern expressed by
citizens of Okinawa ahead of the Oct. 22 general election. The paper also wrote that Vice Governor
Tomikawa summoned Director General Nakajima of the Defense Ministry’s Okinawa Bureau and
MOFA Ambassador to Okinawa Kawada on Wednesday to tell them that the Okinawa Prefectural
Government has doubts about the abilities of the central government since it allowed the Marines’ to
resume the helicopter operations. Meanwhile, Okinawa Times wrote that the prefectural government
and the defense bureau announced at a news conference on Wednesday that their

investigation detected no abnormal levels of radioactive material at the site of the accident involving
a CH-53 helicopter or in the surrounding area.
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
