Secretary Tillerson says U.S. to maintain pressure on North Korea

TBS reported on its website on Monday evening on Secretary of State Tillerson's interview with CBS

that was aired on Sunday, during which he stressed that the U.S. will continue the pressure
campaign against North Korea. "We are not using a carrot to convince them to talk," the Secretary
was quoted as saying. "We are using large sticks, and that is what they need to understand. This
pressure campaign is having its bite on North Korea, its revenue streams. It's having a bite on its
military programs."

On the possibility of holding a dialogue with the DPRK, the network said the Secretary stressed the
need to determine whether North Korea is ready, saying: "If they're not, we'll just keep the pressure
campaign underway." According to the network, while the Secretary said the dialogue would be a
one-on-one discussion between the U.S. and North Korea at first, the Secretary pointed out that the
U.S. has been "very clear with China" that "they are going to have an important role to play once we
get to the negotiating table.” The Secretary also reportedly said: "My job is to never have a reason
for the first bomb to drop. And we don't know precisely how much time is left on the clock.”" NTV and
Fuji TV carried similar stories this morning. Fuji TV said that while inter-Korea relations have begun
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to thaw since the PyeongChang Olympics started, the Secretary demonstrated the U.S. stance of
not entering direct dialogue with North Korea readily because the reclusive state's stance remains
unclear.

Experts discuss North Korea’s “smile diplomacy”

NHK’s Nichiyo Toron Sunday debate show aired a discussion among six scholars on North Korea’s
“smile diplomacy” toward South Korea. Canon Institute for Global Studies Research Director
Kunihiko Miyake expressed the view that although the economic sanctions on Pyongyang appear to
be taking effect, the Kim regime probably has no intention to abandon its nuclear program. Nanzan
University Professor Shunji Hiraiwa said that the DPRK is probably stepping up its conciliatory
approach to South Korea because the United States has not responded positively to Pyongyang’s
request for dialogue. University of Shizuoka Assistant Professor Hideki Okuzono speculated that
President Moon is trying to promote dialogue with the Kim regime by taking advantage of the
Olympics. Tokyo University Professor Fumiaki Kubo conjectured that the primary purpose of North
Korea’s “smile diplomacy” is to drive a wedge into the trilateral coordination between the United
States, Japan, and South Korea. Takushoku University Professor Takashi Kawakami said that if
South Korea accepts a request from North Korea to cancel its planned joint military drills with the
United States, a serious rift will form in the alliance between Washington and Seoul. Keio University
Professor Yoshihide Soeya stated that Japan should keep a close eye on the DPRK's next steps,
including moves concerning the abductions.

U.S. military F-16 jettisons fuel tanks into Aomori lake

NHK reported that a U.S. military F-16 fighter jet belonging to Misawa AB in Aomori jettisoned two

fuel tanks into Lake Ogawara located north of the base right after takeoff at about 8:40 a.m today.
The network said the tanks were probably dumped into the lake because the aircraft's engine caught
fire, adding that the Defense Ministry is currently verifying the details. According to the network, no
injuries have been reported. Defense Minister Onodera was quoted as telling reporters this morning:
"We received a report from the U.S. military that an F-16 that took off from Misawa AB at about 8:39
a.m. experienced problems due to an engine fire right after takeoff, dropped two external tanks into
Lake Ogawara located north of Misawa AB, and returned to the base at about 8:42 a.m." Onodera
also reportedly said that he hopes to obtain an explanation from the U.S. side as to why such an
incident occurred and to call for preventive measures. The network said Lake Ogawara is the
second largest lake in the Tohoku region, and this is the prime season for catching freshwater clams
and Japanese smelt. All networks carried similar stories.
